They also said that areas with lots of fire ants could 
destroy not only young quail but turkey poults as 
well. 

On a personal note I have seen a great increase in 
armadillos on my place and a great reduction in large 
ant hills, so I have taken the armored critters off my 
.22 shot list.  Happy Hunting!  

The Wildlife and Freshwater Fisheries Division (WFF) of the Alabama Department of Conservation and 
Natural Resources (ADCNR) is currently accepting applications through its Landowner Incentive Program 
to continue longleaf pine restoration efforts in Alabama. The grant was awarded through a partnership 
with the U.S. Fish and Wildlife Service (USFWS), and will be made available to qualifying landowners for 
longleaf pine restoration on private lands.

Landowners are encouraged to submit applications to receive assistance with the site preparation, 
seedlings, planting, native grass restoration and/or exotic control costs. For landowners to be considered 
eligible to receive funding, the property must be within the historic range of longleaf pine in Alabama, 
or contain suitable soils to support longleaf pine. Program details include: cost share at 50 percent, no 
minimum acreage is required, and cutover sites and agricultural sites are eligible.

The Landowner Incentive Program funds are administered to complement habitat restoration goals of 
the longleaf pine ecosystem. This program provides financial and/or technical assistance to private land-
owners to conserve, manage or enhance the habitats of species in greatest conservation need associated 
with Alabama’s longleaf pine ecosystem. The deadline for applications is April 1, 2011. For application 
information contract Traci George at 334-353-0503 or Traci.George@dcnr.alabama.gov.

Alabama Quail Trial is supported by numer-
ous organizations, is housed by the Wildlife Federation and is partly funded by its members. 

It is a simple website to use.  You open their web site, www. alabamaquailtrail.com, and click on the map 
location you wish to hunt.  The name of the preserve or facility will pop up, along with the contact infor-
mation and a list of the amenities offered.  If you desire lodging after hunting and the preserve you have 
selected does not offer lodging, just select another preserve nearby and repeat the process.

Join me in a 
big hearty thank you to Gates Shaw for allowing us to use his farm for the trial.  Congratulations to Roland 
Jones and his dog, Joe Knox for winning the gun dog class of our fall field trial!
